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Abstract

This book is a product of a priority research project of Shanghai Academy of Social
Sciences, which focuses on the major issues emerged in the progress of Shanghai’s
cultural development and presents its research findings in the form of annual report. This
is the 10™ volume of the Annual Report since its debut in 2000.

With the theme of “the Theories and Practices of the Construction of Cultural
Metropolis” , Biue Book of Shanghai = Annual Report on Cultural Development of Shanghai
(2009 ) includes researches in perspectives of theory exploring, cultural industry
observing, policy and case studies, as well as the introduction of practices in Taiwan and
overseas.

The “General Report” gives an overall review of Shanghai’s cultural development
in 2008 and elaborates on the historical process of how Shanghai has proposed “the
Construction of Cultural Metropolis” as its grand objective, as well as on the
significance and the connotations of constructing cultural metropolises. Focusing on the
theoretical bases of constructing cultural metropolises, research papers in the “Theoretical
Perspectives” section discuss the following issues: basic theories, reality reflections,
cultural characteristics, cultural exchange, development courses, consumerism culture,
etc. The influence of the 2010 Shanghai Expo and the role of public libraries in the
development of Shanghai’s urban culture have also been analyzed intensively. The
“Industrial Perspectives” section, based on the quantitative analysis of cultural industry
development in 2007, taking into account of its latest trend in 2008, continues to
analyze the constructions of Shanghai’s cultural industries and its future in a global
context. In the study on the relationship between Shanghai’s urban tourism and its
creative industries, the researchers made a careful exploration on the innovative
mechanisms of the two urban tourism programs driven by creative industries. Articles in
the “Policy Studies” Section point out the urgency and necessity of constituting policies
regarding the rediscovery of folk culture, copyrights protection, preservation of
“Sanmin” ( “Minzu”, “Minjian”, “Minsu”, meaning national, local and folk culture),

and the internet culture, so as to ensure the policy-making mechanisms for the



construction of urban culture. Researches in the “Case Studies” section present the
practices and reflections on the “ Daily Performance” programme at Shanghai
International Arts Festival and on the status of Shanghai’s community cultural centers.

Along with the two successful cases, the achievements of Shanghai’s construction of
public cultural service systems are stated. Introductions and analysis of Paris’ construction
of urban culture are conducted in the section of “Others’ Experiences”. Articles on the
privatization of Japan’s public cultural service, the London 2012 Olympic Legacy Plan,

the profiting models for non-profit cultural organizations in North America and the
design and practice of Taiwan’s “ Comprehensive Community Constructions” program
are also presented in this section, providing various and valuable references for Shanghai’s
construction of cultural metropolis.
