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The Peking University Library turns 100 years old in 2002. As a book
collector for the oldest national university in China, the library has in
its possession 5.3 million volumes of books collected over the past
100 years. Reflecting the civilization of the world, the intelligence of
the mankind and the traditional culture of China, the library's
collections have nourished generations of intellectuals and facilitated
the persevering search of many great scholars for new knowledge.
With its huge collections and rich history, the library has occupied an

important place in the Chinese library circles.

The ownership seals of the Peking University Library (PKUL) vary in
content and style, reflecting different origins of collections and an
eventful history of Peking University in this past century. Peking
University was known as the Imperial University of Peking (Jingshi
daxuetang) when it was founded in 1898. It began to use the present
name Peking University (Beijing daxue) in 1912, In 1927, nine
universities including Peking University in Beijing merged into a
single university called National University of Peking (Jingshi
daxuexiao). In 1928, the university was renamed Peiping University.
In 1929, the original Peking University part of the university became
an independent entity called Peking College. Later in the same year,
Peking College was renamed Peking University. During the Anti-
Japanese War, Peking University and two other universities formed
the National Southwest Associated University, which lasted till the
end of the War. During the nationwide readjustment of colleges and
universities in 1952, Yenching University, the Chinese-French
University and others were entirely or in part incorporated into Peking
University. The ownership seals of PKUL are a condensed history of
the Peking University Library, Peking University and even modern

education in China.

The ownership seals of PKUL embody in square inches a librarian's
ideals in spreading knowledge and serving the society and display in
red and white the Chinese seal-engraving art. Many of the seals are
masterpieces combining grace with simplicity in design. To mark the
100th anniversary of the founding of the PKUL, we present to you a
set of Ex Libris prepared from 50 ownership seals, which were
selected on the basis of their artistic and historical values and each

decorated with the image of a rare book in its background.
