Abstract: The four stone towers preserved at Lingjiu Temple in Lishui, Zhejiang are small stiipa-
styled Buddhist towers built during 1208 —1224 AD (the years titled as Jiading) in South Song
Dynasty. They are unique in shape, decorated with rich varieties of designs and delicate sculptures.
They are distinctive of the style popularized at that time, presenting an accomplishment of the
integration of Buddhist art and architectural art. This paper documents and analyzes the history, current
state, structure, pattern, decorations and inscriptions of the stone towers at Lingjiu Temple.

Abstract: Sizhou Tower, situated in Jiashan, Zhejiang was first constructed in Song Dynasty and
repeatedly restored. When it was dismantled in 1960s, a large amount of cultural heritages were
uncovered in its top chamber (7iangong). They include Buddha images, seven treasures (Qibao),
pagoda for relics of Buddha, documents of restorations of the tower, manuscript sutra and Daoist
classics, and so on. Particularly, the records in the sutra and the documents of restorations of the tower
are significant for studying the history of Sizhou Tower and its restorations, the relationship between
different religions, the local sect of Buddhism, and the formation of a profane pattern of Buddhism.
