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The Tengwang Pavilion, Yellow Crane Building and Yueyang
Building have beiné called as three famous superstructures to the
south of the Yangtse River. The earliest Tengwang Pavilion standing
highly on the bank of the river was built in A.D. 653 when the
Tengwang(King) Li Yuanying, a younger brother of the Emperor
Taizong of Tang Dynasty, was the governor of Hongzhou(now Nan
chang). It had been crowned with eternal glory since the“Preface to a
Banquet in Teng Wang Pavilion” was written by Wang Bo, a noted
poet in the éarly years of Tang Dynasty. Han Yu, a well — known
writer .of Tang Dynasty, also praised that “There are many beautiful
scenes worthy to be viewed and admired to the south of Yangtse
River, but the first of them is Tengwang Pavilion characterized by its
greatness and beauty.” So it always enjoys a fame of the “First
Building to the south of the Yangtse River”.

The architectural complex of Tengwang Pavilion is located in the
confluence of the Ganjiang River and Fuhe River and occupies an'area
of 4.7 hectares. It stands at the back of Nanchang Municipality and
overlooks the rivers, is close to the lakeside of Nanpu and faces the
west Mountain. The imposing manner sung Dynasty’s style with “the
emerald green storeyed platforms raised to the highest heavens and the

. flying red wings of pavilion making no ground surface nearby being

overlooked downwards from the top” is conserved. A beautiful scene
of that “The sunset clouds and the lone duck are flying, to where the

autumn river and the sky mesge into one colour” (extracted from

- Wang Bo” s “Preface”) will be seen from the upper part of the

pavilion,
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
