EXPLANATION

This composition buildup by two main material: one is get
from (apart from) the old Chinese national instrumental music ¢Ba
Ban J\#&)(or also called (Old Ba Ban #/\#&), (old Lao Liu Ban
Z7#) etc.); and the other is from the sound we can hear at
any moment and any place in‘the world — beep-pager and mobile
telephone. There is some treatment of composition technic on
the materials. Whole of the work is constructed according to the
consuetude way of Chinese music by four parts: Start — Hold —
Change - Recurrence. The way of writing of the composition use
for reference of old Chinese music theatricality and instrumentally,
and some sounds and instrumental techniques are from it too.
Combined with modern west contemporary composition
techniques, the purpose of composer is to make a contemporary
orchestral composition which full of style and feature of today from
the very old Chinese folk music.

This composition had win the prize of ‘China Music Gold Bell
Prize’ and ‘China National Symphony Orchestra Prize’ for the
commemorate of 50 anniversary of China.
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
