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EDITOR’S NOTES

I . Jiangsu Statistical Yearbook 2009 (abbreviated as Yearbook hereafter) is an annual publication which provides comprehenis-
ive and systematic data series about the national economy and social development in Jiangsu Province in 2008 and some selected data
series in historically important years. It includes much statistical information on social and economic development in the province and in
various regions.

II. The Yearbook contatins the following twenty-two parts: 1. General Survey;2. National Accounts; 3. Population and Employ-
ment; 4. People’s Living Conditions; 5. Investment in Fixed Assets; 6. Price Indices; 7. Agriculture; 8. Industry and Energy;
9. Construction; 10. Transport, Postal and Telecommunication Services; 11. Domestic Trade; 12. Foreign Economy , Trade and
Tourism;13. Government Finance, Financial Intermediation and Insurance; 14. Science, Technology and Education; 15. Culture,
Sports, Public Health and Environment Protection; 16. Archives, Justice, Social Welfare and Others; 17. Urban Economy and Con-
struction; 18. Basic Conditions of Municipal Districts; 19. Regional Economy; 20. Social Economy of Cities and Counties; 21. Social
Economic Development Alignment of Counties ( Cities ) ; 22. Basic Conditions of Villages and Towns. Besides, major indicators by
provinces, basic conditions of enterprise groups and introduction of units. Appended at the end of every part, there are explanatory
notes to major statistical indicators.

I . The major data sources of this publication are obtained from annual statistical reports, and some from sample surveys. National
major indicators grouped by provinces are obtained from relative statistical data published by the National Bureau of Statistics of China.

IV. The units of measurement used in the Yearbook are all internationally standard measurement units.

V. The classification of national economic industry used in the Yearbook is the national standard of 2002’s “The Classification on
National Economic Industry” ,i. e. (GB/T4754 —2002).

VI. The price used for gross indicators calculating are current prise.

VI. Statistical dicrepancies due to rouding are not adjusted.

VII. In the Yearbook,“---”indicates that the figure is not large enough to be measured with the samllest unit in the table; (blank)
indicates that the figure is not available, “#” indicates the major component items.
