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Abstract

Journalism & mass communication education in US is a classic
model in the world that provides beneficial experience for the healthy
development of global journalism & mass communication education. The
most obvious character of journalism & mass communication education
in US after World War II is the unity of opposites between the profes-
sional training and academic research.

The journalism & mass communication education in US has the tra-
dition of emphasizing the liberal arts basis and professional skill train-
ing, blends social science afterwards; it also absorbs other disciplines
knowledge and research methods. And now it forms the educational
model of emplacing both professional training and academic research.

The major research issues in the dissertation include: exploring the
relationship between professional training and academic research in the
American journalism & mass communication education from the follow-
ing aspects, such as the history perspective, the current situation and
the future trend; evaluating the achievement and weakness of journalism
& mass communication education in US from the point of view of educa-
tor, student, curriculum, teaching process, accreditation, academic re-
search and discipline development, and summarizing the American expe-
rience to the global journalism& mass communication education.

From my point of view, the profitable experience of journalism &




mass -communication education in US after World War II can be summed
up: (1) it has a solid liberal arts basis and meaningful science research
methods, and there is a advantageous model that attach importance to
professional training and academic research; (2) the university
journalism& mass communication education should undertake the re-
sponsibility of media literacy education, liberal arts education and life—
long education of practitioners; (3)the academic status of journalism &
mass communication must be improved.

The preface introduces the
research purpose, meaning, issue, background, innovation and research
method. Chapter 1 is the historical literature review of journalism &
mass communication in US, especially the period after WWIL. Chaper 2
explores the educator and student, and mainly from the following as-
pects as the concept conflict between Green eyeshades and Chi —
squares, educators and practitioners, the survey to the teachers of
journalism&. mass communication program in US and a analysis of cur-
rent student. €hapter 3 discusses the teaching process and the accredita-
tion. The relationship between the journalism& mass communication ed-
ucation and academic research is analyzed in Charper 4. Part 5 focuses on
the discipline status. Chapter 6 outlines the influence of the media con-
vergence to the journalism& mass communication education Finally,
based on the rethinking, it draws up the evaluation of journalism& mass
communication education in US after WWII and the influence to global

journalism&. mass communication education,
