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Abstract

Based on the reform and development of the curriculum of college ideological and
political theory courses, this book views the exploration of the transformation laws of
college ideological and political theory courses from the Marxist theoretical system to the
curriculum system, from the curriculum system to the teaching system, and from the
teaching contents to undergraduates’ internal ideological and moral quality as its basic
tasks. It analyzes, in an all-round manner, basic issues of the curriculum of college
ideological and political theory courses from the perspective of combination of theory,
history and reality. The book consists of two parts. The first part systematically explores
the theoretical foundation of the curriculum construction of college ideological and politi-
cal theory courses, intensively discusses its history and features, and academically posi-
tions its essential characters and functions. In addition, this part also reveals its inner
system evolution features, explores iis nature, basic principles and methodology, and
puts forward the particularity and methods of its assessment. The second part covers the

basic teaching requirements for the new Curriculum plan of college ideological and polit-

ical theory courses, which includes four undergraduate courses Principle of Marxist
Philosophy , Introduction to Mao Zedong Thoughts, Deng Xiaoping Theory, and the Im-
portant Thoughts of “ Three Represents” , OQuiline of Modern Chinese History, and Ideo-
logical Moral and Basis of Law. These requirements mainly provide guidance for carry-

ing out the new curriculum plan of ideological and political theory courses from the as-

pect of practice.
