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Abstract

This book represents the major results of the significant brainstorm research project
on humane studies of the Ministry of Education, which is titled Investigation into the
Status Quo of China’s Rural Educational Development and Research on Indicator System
of Rural Educational Development.

In the society where a binary economy exists in urban and rural areas in China the
rural areas still lag behind the urban areas in various undertakings. In such context,
how to make a regression analysis of the history of rural educational development? How
to forecast the prospects of rural educational development? How to measure the speed of
rural educational development? Responding to the central government’s call for narro-
wing the gap between urban and rural areas, how to map out the program for rural edu-
cational development? Those are practical problems we are facing at the moment.

Based on massive data acquired from investigation into rural education over the
years, the authors crystallize practical experience into theoretical results in which the
rural education and the integral development of rural society are closely correlated. On
that basis, the authors put forward a series of new perception of development indicators
of rural educational development, which provides solution to the above questions and
enrich the fundamental knowledge in areas or disciplines of education, social science,
economics, futurology, strategic planning etc. .

The book consists of five portions, 1i. e. pandect, special research on indicators,
investigation into status quo of compulsory education and research on indicators, re-
search on non-compulsory educational indicators, and case study on indicators and
planning. Pandect mainly focuses on the fundamental theoretical problems in correlation
with rural educational development indicators, which mainly include: orientation of re-

search on educational indicators and way of thinking, conception and orientation of ru-
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ral educational development indicators, definition of sphere of rural education develop-
ment indicators and explanation of indicators, and rural education development indica-
tors and educational development planning. The special research on indicators places its
emphasis on key elements of rural education development indicators, which mainly in-
clude variation tendency analysis of urban-rural school age population, prospects of per
capita predictive education age limits of rural right-age populations, study on extent of
government investment in education, study on development indicators of rural teachers,
and study on indicators system for IT-based development of rural elementary and middle
school education. The compulsory education is a key part of this book, because the ma-
jority of China’s rural education at the current stage is compulsory education, and the
balanced development of education mainly refers to the balanced development of com-
pulsory education. This portion includes investigation into status quo of rural compulsory
education, study on indicator system of rural compulsory educational development, and
study on assessment indicators of compulsory education performance. The portion of non-
compulsory education indicators aims to provide a panoramic picture of types and phases
of the current rural education, which mainly include study on indicator system of rural
preschool education undertaking development, study on indicator system of rural high
school educational development, study on development strategy for rural vocation edu-
cation and indicator system of rural higher education development, study on indicators
of rural adult education development, and study on indicators of rural community edu-
cational development. The last portion of the book takes the educational development
planning (2007 ~2020) of a county in Northeast China as an example to conduct pre-
liminary investigation into the relations between educational indicators and educational
planning.

China has long-term absence of research on the indicator of rural educational devel-
opment. In the greatly influential education indicators of OECD, no detailed categoriza-
tion is provided on various indicators such as assessment indicators, guiding indicators,
statistical indicators, development indicators and so forth. The research work of many
institutes and scholars in home and abroad has not involved the indicator system of
China’s rural educational development. The book marks an initial attempt into this are-
a. The authors expect to receive valuable opinions from readers, with the hope of arou-
sing readers’ attention to this area as well as inviting concern from all stratum of the so-

ciety on rural educational development.
