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Yan Zhongqi, who was born in Wuxi County of Jiangsu
Province on 26th of May 1926,studied in the school of education
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of East China Colleginte University in Shanghai in 1944 and
graduated from Chinese Junior College of Journalism in Shanghai
in 1946. He served as chief editor of the supplement of Great
Wuzi Daily in Wuxi City from the winter of 1947 to April,1949.
Mr Yan joined revolution in August, 1949, working as teaching
director of Bei Qi Fang Primary School of Wuxi County. Having
been transferred to the Northeast, he was appointed to be a
teacher of Shenyang Normal school, and then an editor of the
journal Northeast Education of the Northeast Monistry of Educa-
tion.

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Su Kefu,who was born in Taibei in 1953, received his degree
of Doctor of Economics from Santa Barbara City College in Cali-
fornia,U. S. A. ,and is a candidate for doctorate of the Research
Institute of Sociopolitical Science of Russian National Academy
of Sciences. Dr Su has dedicated himself to the management of
real estate in Taiwan, Hong Kong,the United States and other
places. At present he is president of Bao Shi Cheng Development
Co. ltd. in Hong Kong,president of Ke Fu Investment and Devel-
opment Co. Ltd. in Hungary, general manager of Hua Ya Con-
struction Co. Ltd. and general manager of Far East Hotel of Niles
City in Illinois,U. S. A. Enthusiastic about the undertakings of
economy ,medicine, education and acodemic researches,he is con-
currently vice—president of Hong Kong Research Institute of In-
ternational Law and Economy ,and vice—president of Hong Kong
International Research Instituts of Chinese Medicine. Dr Su used
to teach economics in the Economics Departament of Xiamen
(Amoy) University and the Institute of Researches on Taiwan.
He has been to the Academy of Social Sciences,Zhejiang Univer-
sity, the Party School of the Central Committee of the Chinese
Communist Party and the Academy of Sociel sciences of Jilin
Province,offering lectures and holding discussions on Taiwan e-
conomy. He is concurrently associate professor of the Department
of Health Economy of Bethune University of Medical Sciences,
visiting research fellow of the Northeast Normal University and
visiting professor of Changchun Normal College, Jilin Normal
College and Jilin Collegiate University. Dr Su has been to Russia
and he was invited to be adviser of Entreprencurs’ Association of
All Russian Federation, economic adviser of Motish City in the
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State of Moscow, visiting professor of Research Institute of E-
conomy and Management of the Russian Academy of Sciences,
and the Medical Teaching Centre for Women and Children cf the
Health Ministry of Russia,and hononary adviser of the Philo-
sophic Research Institute of the Russian Academy of Sciences. In
addition, Dr Su is the representative of Amarican Acupuncture
and Moxibustion Research Society in Taiwan and adviser of the
Chinese Acupuncture and Moxibustion Research Institutes in
Canada,Argintina and some other countries.

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Su Renghua, who was born in Taibei in 1928, has lived in
Taibei ever since. He graduated from the Machinery Department
of the Commercial and Engineering Junior College of Taibei
City. Mr Su used to be a skilled worker and senior technician of
the Machinery Plant of Taiwan Engineering and Mining Compa-
ny and is now president of the Engineering Limited Company of
Taiwan Yong Jia Ironworks. Enthusiastic about the routive
work of the Associations of the Members of the Su’s Clan, he
has devoted himself to the routive work of Taibei Ancestral Hall
of the Su’s Clan. He has taken in succession the positions of su-
pervisor and director of Taibei's Association of the Members of
the Su’s Clan and is now its permanent director. He was invited
to be an honorary chairman of Su Song Academic Research Soci-
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cties in Changchun and Xiamen (Amoy). For more than ten
vears, he has been to the Philippines,Singapore . Thailand , Hong
Kong,the United States and some other countries or regions to
visit the Associations of the Members of the Su’s Clan in various
countries.
