the meaning radical in meaning-phonetic characters, indicating the meanings of

“psychology”, “mentality” or “intellect”. Being a meaning radical, “.[»” usually
stands in the lower part of the characters, such as “/” and “JE”. Sometimes it is
placed in the inner part of a character, just like “[t]”. Some of the characters, such

as “%&”, have a lower part as “ ", which is a variant of the meaning radical “.(»”.
