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Preface

Calligraphy is the manifestation of Chinese
character. Chinese character, as the carrier
of the inheritance and development of
thousands of years’ Chinese civilization,
is closely linked with Chinese civilization
and is the national cultural treasure. The
continuous lines record the ups and
downs of Chinese civilization; the mottled
strokes demonstrate the splendid artistic
achievement, and the round and square
shapes embody the national wisdom. The
scientific, artistic and magical Chinese
character will continue to influence the world
with its unique charm.
Many experts in this field have created
Tian Zi Ge, Mi Zi Ge, Sudoku and other
grids to help learners have an easy access
to Chinese character. Though they are
quite practical, they lack the function of
quantifying the stroke and structure of
Chinese character, which makes it unable
to satisfy the expectation of mastering
complicated Chinese character in a simple
way.
The Zhou Book of Change studies the
relation between nature and man, throughly
understands the change of times and it is
all-embracing . For thousands of years,
Chinese art and culture have been greatly
influenced by the extraordinary splendor of
Zhou. After dozen of years’ exploration to
Chinese character and traditional culture,
the author of this book finds out the close
relationship between Chinese character
and The Zhou Book of Change, and puts
forward the idea that “ Chinese characters
contain the principles of yin and yang, and
can be manifested in the form of Ba Gua” .
He summarizes that “Chinese character
is based on round shape; the standard
and slant lines complement each other;
the character has various forms™ . On the
basis of this rule, he creates a new way
of quantifying the structure of Chinese
character strokes with Ba Gua Ge, that
is, “to determine the point by stroke,
the position by radical and the shape by
structure.” This highly unifies the shape of
Chinese character with grid and provides
important foundation for the standardization
of the stroke and structure of Chinese
character.

Ba Gua Ge is not only of great help to

learning standardized Chinese character,
but also makes important contribution to
the copying of inscription rubbing. By using
this method, the learners can see clearly
the shape, the position and feature of the
Chinese character structure and master the
characteristics and styles of chirography.
So, they can get twice the result with half
the effort.
On the basis of the history of calligraphy
and after a dozen years’ study, the
author compiles this series of Explaining
Famous Inscription Rubbings and Models of
Calligraphy with Ba Gua Ge by organizing
ancient books and records from Shang and
Zhou Dynasties to the late Qing Dynasty,
and classifies them according to regular
script, running script and official script.
This series of books include three volumes,
among which four books are in volume |,
three in volume If and six in volume IlI.
In each book, the author introduces and
demonstrates the unusual effects of the
“three features” of writing in Ba Gua Ge,
by taking regular scripts as an example in
the order of stroke, radical and structure of
Chinese characters.
Each book includes one representative
work of a famous calligrapher or a rubbing
which has long enjoyed a good reputation,
and 180 characters are chosen from it and
rearranged in the order of basic strokes,
radicals and structures.The author draws
some rules through explanation to provide
an easy way for calligraphy lovers to copy
traditional rubbing. The book summarizes
briefly the key points of writing Chinese
character with Ba Gua Ge from the easy
to the difficult through the demonstration
of dots, lines and corners in the grids.
It is clear in format, easy to understand
and simple and efficient for practice. The
characters are demonstrated with grids,
the rules are used to guide writing and
immediate effects can be produced.
Now we publish this set of books grandly
to realize again the historical significance
and the mission of the times. We still have a
long way to go, so let” s make joint effort for
the study and spread of Chinese character
and for the promotion and development of
Chinese calligraphy.
