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Abstract

Through first-hand information and field research, Shenzhen Social Development
Report (2012 —2013) analyzes characteristics of and trends in social development in
Shenzhen in 2012. It also explores the basic laws and model of social development in
Shenzhen in 2012. It proposes useful suggestions by trend forecast and comparative
analysis,, and brings together the latest research achievements in social construction and
social development in Shenzhen.

Sound and rapid economic development in Shenzhen would be impossible
without the support of social construction.

Efforts to improve people’s livelihood in Shenzhen have made new achievements
in 2012. Fiscal spending gives priority to this area. Municipal expenditure on
education, health, social security and employment, housing security amount 51. 8
billion yuan, an increase of 14% year-on-year. Free compulsory education, basic
drug system, employment assistance and 65 other basic public services, which are
defined by the Twelfth Five-Year Plan, have been fully implemented.

Meanwhile, social reform in Shenzhen achieved new breakthroughs in 2012.
The Shenzhen municipal government actively and steadily pushed forward reform of
the household registration system, social organization registration and management
system, and built social networks.

Shenzhen municipal government tried to strengthen social management and
innovation in 2012, and have made new progress. The city began to implement the
social construction of demonstration projects, which include regionalization of
grassroots party building, Community Service Centers, Community Council and
Community Public Service, and appointed the master of the building. It reinforcing
the social construction of grassroots basis by building grass-roots social management
and service system, characterized by inter-working, inter-fusing and inter-promoting.

The overall social situation in Shenzhen remained harmonious and stable in

2012. Municipal People’s Congress speeded up the pace of legislation in the social
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field, initally set up the laws and regulations, which promote legalization,
standardization, institutionalization and dynamism of social construction. Shenzhen
municipal government has tried to promote the construction of social credit system
comprehensively by carrying out the work of Hit Three and Building Two.

We must be soberly aware that there are still many difficulties and problems in
social development in Shenzhen, which include significantly increasing social
conflicts, large distance between the livelihood development and people’s demands,
continuous widening of income gap, long existing institutional obstacles to social
development and arduous task of deepening the reform of the social system.

In 2013, Shenzhen municipal government must implement the spirit of the 18th
National Congress of the Communist Party of China, as well as meeting the demand
of Three Positioning and Two Leading, proposing by General Secretary Xi Jinping
when he visited Shenzhen last year. At the same time, Shenzhen should further
deepen the reform of the social system, try to strengthen social construction by efforts
to improve people’s livelihood and innovate social management. Besides, it should
give great priority to education, employment, medical services, a sense of security

and housing, so as to make the lives of the people better off.
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
