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Abstract

This is the annual report on “2012 Social development situation analysis
and forecast” edited by Gansu Academy of Social Sciences, written by
relevant experts, government leaders and researchers organized by Institute of
Sociology , Gansu Academy of Social Sciences.

This report pointed out that, in 2012, in the circumstances of complex
and changing international environment and a slowdown in domestic economic
development, the twelfth Congress of Gansu Province grasped accurately the
rare strategic opportunities of policy superimposed and the rapid economic
growth period, developed and carried out the strategy of “ enriching the
people and making a prosperous Gansu”, which opened a new stage to
construct a happier and more beautiful Gansu: the economic maintained a
rapid growth, people’s livelihood spending increased significantly, Gansu’s
GDP grew by 13. 6% in the first half of the year; the large—caliber financial
income of the first three quarters exceeded 80 billion Yuan, all kinds of
people’s livelihood expenditure accounted for more than 70% of the financial
expenditure. The income of urban and rural residents grew significantly. The
first half of the year, urban per capita disposable income grew 14. 73% and per
capita rural cash income grew 17. 9% . The social security level made a further
improvement; the employment situation was slightly getting better. Health
system reform was deepened further. Urban and rural residents’ health services
continued to improve. The level of social management in ethnic regions got
further improvement, and the society maintained a stable development.
Ethnic regions grasped the opportunity of policy superimposed, around the
target of made Gansu “a demonstrative area of all ethnic groups work together
for common prosperity and development”, economic gross grew steadily,

fixed investment grew quickly, people’s income increased steadily, social
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construction was strengthened, the unity and harmony of the society was
maintained.

This report emphasizes that, in 2012 - 2013, social development in
Gansu is faced with many problems. the trend of ecological deterioration is still
serious, the environmental protection power is in shortage; employment
pressure is still on the rise, the diversified social security become the focus of
conflict; the development potential is insufficient in poor rural areas, social
problems have become increasingly prominent; basic public service resource
distribution is obviously not balanced , the social risk management needs to be
strengthened urgently; compared with the other provinces, the income gap
between urban and rural residents are widening in recent 10 years; in ethnic
regions, the poverty problems is still outstanding and the population pressure
cannot be ignored. As to these all, it should be correctly grasp the trend of
social development, enhance the power of superimposed policies and boost the
economy to a higher level; continue to seek the support of national
macroeconomic policies, improve the investment environment, and enhance
the investment attractiveness; maintain the steady growth of financial
investment to people’s livelihood and improve the equalization level of public
services; continue to expand employment and increase the income of urban
and rural residents; increase investment in environmental protection and
continue to make efforts to promote the construction of a resource-saving and
environment-friendly society.

In the year of 2013, to improve the top-level design of social
development, re-adjust the social structure reasonably, remold social rules of
credit and fairness will become the general trend in the social reform fields after
the 18th National Congress of the Communist Party of China. Gansu should
actively make use of the new environment of social development and the

potential energy to further promote the healthy development of society.
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
