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A. Show and tell (B7RFf1%HA): Students are invited to bring in a favourite
object to show their friends. It could be a teddy bear, a watch, a book, a game,
or pictures of a holiday. They should try and speak about their favourite objects
and at the end invite their friends to ask questions,

Example:

Good morning, my teacher and friends. Today I
want to show and tell you about this teddy bear. This
is my teddy bear. Everything is pink so its name is
Pinky. I like it the most because it is pretty and love-
ly. It has pink hair, pink nose, pink ribbon and brown

eyes. My mother gave it to me on my birthday. That
was two years ago. I keep it in my bedroom. When something bores me, 1 hug
and play with Pink Postpet. It makes me feel better. Before I finish I want to tell

you that Pink Postpet is very important to me.
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Question time:
The following are some ideas for questions that can be asked at the end of
this Show and Tell session.
. Who bought it for you?
. My parents bought it for me on my birthday.
How much did it cost?
It cost 130 Yuan.
What is its name?
Its name is Pinky.
How many dolls do you have in your dorm?
1 have many dolls.
How long have you had it?

I have had it for two years.
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Morning assembly( /&£ ) : During the morning
assembly in some departments, the duty teacher will
give the students a lecture on ethics. Sometimes they

will remind the students to walk on the right while go-

ing up and down the stairs or that they should greet
the teachers properly when they first arrive at school. Invite some of the students
to the front of the class and ask them “What did the teacher say in the assem-
bly?” If they don’t know how to say or admit not listening to the teacher in the
assembly, then let them return to their seats. This speeds things up. But, make
sure they say this in English!

C. Last night: Choose someone to come to the front to tell their friends
what they did last night or at the weekend. Make sure they speak for at least one
minute.

D. Math problems: This is a good example of using English. Make up ten
easy math problems for the students to do. Remember, this is to test their Eng-
lish other than their math. A good example would be: "Five pencils cost thirty
five Yuan. How much is one pencil?" Once they are used to these kinds of ques-
tions, give them a strict time limit of only one minute for one problem. This will
force them to think in English. It is a mistake for them to translate into Chinese

first, work the problem out in Chinese and then translate back into English.
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Classroom Instructions

a new school year, spend some time going through all the classroom instructions

that might be useful.

Please stand up/sit down.
Stand at the front of the classroom.
Sit up straight.

Fold your arms.

Come here please.

Go back to your seat.

Come in.

Look this way.

Take your books out.

Take out your exercise book.
Take out your text book.
Put away your books.

Pass your books to the front.
Open your book to page 34.
Open your book at the back.
Close your books.

Use a red pen.

Draw a margin,

Underline the title.

Draw a line.

Say again, please.

How do you spell ...7

What does ... mean?
Repeat after me.
What else?

Anything else?

Well done/Very good.
Today we are going to -..
We are going to sing a song.
Hand in your homework tomorrow.
Who wants some help?

Is it difficult?

I don’t understand.

What does this mean?

I don’t know how to say.
Sweep the floor.

Mop the floor.

Turn on the lights.

Turn off the lights.

Switch on the fan.

Close the door.

Open the windows.
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Write today’s date.
Start a new page.

Do your corrections.

Stop working and listen to me.

Hands up/Raise your hands.
Listen please.

Quiet please.

Stop talking.

No talking.

Are you ready?
Quickly/Hurry up.

Speak louder.

Speak slower.

Tidy the classroom.

Tidy your desks.

Clean the blackboard.

Who is absent today?

Have you finished yet?

May I go outside please?
May I come in please?

Who is collecting the homework today?
Do you understand?
