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Abstract

This project treats how to implement new industrialization in the process of Rise of
Central China as a breakthrough, focusing on the new industrial development strategy
centre on exploring the China’s new industrialization road and how to effectively promote
the rise of central China . In Chapter [ , it builds five aspects of evaluation index sys-
tem including “economic development” , “industrial structure” , “technological inno-

vation” , “resource utilization” and “environmental protection” . Chapter II pro-
posed the dominant development strategy of “based on three new” , “advance three re-
form” , “promote three co-ordination” through three areas of innovation-driven, urban
and rural, regional coordination.

Chapter IV elaborated the outstanding problems in the urban
and rural development through conversion of farmers, agricultural industrialization and
new urbanization, and proposed corresponding recommendations. Chapter V discussed
central region coordinated development new path and countermeasure choice from three
respects of the economic coordination, administrative coordination and legal coordina-
tion. Chapter VI studied the industry, finance and taxation, investment and financing,
technology and employment security policies, in order to support the “three three”
leading development strategy. Chapter VI undertook a comparative study among adjus-
ting industrial structure, undertaking industry transfer, planning industry strategic di-
rection etc. in the six provinces. Analyzing advancing new-style industrialization reform
in Chang-Zhu-Tan pilot area, it provided important basis for policy and practice to

achieve the Rise of Central China development strategy.
