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Abstract

Since China’s economic reform, the phenomenon of the imbalanced development of
the commercial circulation of urban-rural areas has become quite serious. There is a
large commercial development gap between urban and rural whether in the construction
of commercial network or in the format structure, space layout, consumption concept
or other aspects. The relatively undeveloped rural commerce has delayed the process of
marketization seriously and restrained the farmers’ consumption, which has become
the new bottleneck of rural development. How to set up the bidirectional commercial cir-
culation systems of urban-rural areas from the perspective of integrated urban-rural areas
is becoming an urgent strategic issue of integration of urban-rural economies.

This study is guided by the theories of Marxism about urban-rural relationship and
circulation, using the circulation theories of the contemporary western economics. Under
the guidance of scientific outlook on development, this study uses a combination of the
theories and methods of development economics, regional economics and management,
specifically uses comparative analysis method, questionnaire analysis method, case
analysis method, quantitative and qualitative combining analysis method. On the basis
of the combination of theory and practice, this study analyzes the construction of com-
mercial circulation systems of urban-rural areas according to four parts which are “theo-
retical evidence—objective evidence—system construction—supporting system” . Firstly
is the theoretical evidence of the construction of commercial circulation systems of ur-
ban-rural areas. This part mainly discusses the theoretical evidence of the construction of
commercial circulation systems of urban-rural areas from the perspective of integrated
urban-rural areas. It uses the dual economic structure theory, the balance of urban-rural
purchasing power theory, the logistics management theory and supply chain theory to

analyze the formation mechanism and formation conditions of the bidirectional commer-
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cial systems of urban-rural areas; Secondly is the objective evidence of the construction
of commercial circulation systems of urban-rural areas. Through a historical reviewing of
the construction of commercial circulation systems of urban-rural areas in the back-
ground of the dual economic structure, it uses the statistical method to evaluate the cur-
rent market relationship of urban-rural areas and the commercial circulation systems,
and to analyze the restricting factors of the construction of the bidirectional commercial
systems of urban-rural areas; Thirdly is the construction of the bidirectional commercial
systems of urban-rural areas from the perspective of integrated urban-rural areas. It stud-
ies the construction of commercial circulation systems of urban-rural areas from the as-
pects of the logistics systems, market systems, commercial organization systems, com-
mercial service systems, electronic commerce systems, chain operation systems and
commercial management systems; Fourthly is the supporting system of the bidirectional
commercial circulation systems of urban-rural areas from the perspective of integrated
urban-rural areas. It studies the supporting systems of commercial circulation systems of
urban-rural areas under the perspective of integrated urban-rural areas from the aspects
of policy, environment, organizations, etc.

The conclusion of this study is that the promotion of transaction efficiency in urban-
rural areas is the logic of integrated commercial circulation of urban-rural areas, the re-
source endowments is the prerequisite of integrated commercial circulation of urban-rural
areas, the development of specialized market is the foundation of integrated commercial
circulation of urban-rural areas, multi-industry’s linkage is the basic path of integrated
commercial circulation of urban-rural areas, the reconstruction of rural circulation’s the
main body is the key to integrated commercial circulation of urban-rural areas, correctly
handling the relationship between government and markets is the starting point to inte-
grated commercial circulation of urban-rural areas, transformation and innovation is the
power of integrated commercial circulation of urban-rural areas, bidirectional circula-
tion in urban and rural areas is the target of integrated commercial circulation of urban-
rural areas, the integration of internet business in urban and rural areas is the basic for-
mation of integrated commercial circulation of urban-rural areas, and the equilibrium of
purchasing power in urban and rural areas is the guarantee to the development of inte-
grated commercial circulation of urban-rural areas.

The innovations of this study are mainly reflected in these aspects: (1) the com-
mercial circulation systems of urban-rural areas based on bidirectional circulation have

been proposed. The target of the development of integrated commerce of urban-rural

areas is not to eliminate the difference between the urban and rural markets, but to re-
alize commerce merging and mutual-interaction in both areas. The integration of com-
merce circulation in urban-rural areas is neither to make the commercial circulation of
urban-rural areas equally, nor to urbanize the rural commercial circulation, even not to
ruralize the urban commercial circulation, but to discuss the bi-interaction of urban-ru-
ral commercial circulation on the strategical level, which could realize the flow of busi-
ness, logistics, value stream and the flow of information through the bidirectional cir-
culation between China’s urban and rural areas. (2) The commercial circulation of ur-
ban-rural areas based on the mode of function classification of urban-rural bidirectional
circulation has been proposed. Developed areas of industrialization and urbanization
should be built the integrated commercial mode of urban-rural markets networking as
“Central city — Scale cities — Rural” ; the regions which have developed industry and
underdeveloped urbanization should take industry-driving mode to promote the coordina-
ted development of urban-rural industries; the regions which have developed urbaniza-
tion and underdeveloped industry should take small town-driving mode to form a network
system that big city as center, medium and small-sized towns as nodes to achieve
resource’s mutual-circulation; for those regions which do have neither developed indus-
try nor urbanization should take supply chain space connected mode. By means of supply
chains, service and value chains in the modern circulation, a bidirectional circulation sys-
tem of business flow, logistics and markets in urban-rural areas will be built, which could
form a network commercial circulation system in urban-rural areas finally. (3) Multiple
coordination mechanisms of the development of integrated commercial circulation of the ur-
ban-rural areas have been proposed. These mechanisms include that urban-rural markets
docking mechanism, urban-rural division of coordination mechanisms, urban-rural price
formation mechanisms, urban-rural purchasing power balancing mechanisms, the systems
of urban-rural complementary mechanisms. (4) Reconstruction the mode of rural circu-
lation as main body of integrated commercial circulation of urban-rural areas. The recon-
stitution need to be developed diversified circulation main body based on some kind of
organization as core, so as to overcome the unequal markets status for the dispersed

farmers, and to improve the ability of bargaining negotiations.
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
