There are many ways to greet, you have
to look at the relationship between the
two people and on what occasion they
are meeting.

So for different relationships, and on
different occasions, the method of
greeting will not be the same?

“You've come.”

So if you see a friend who’s just
returned, you can say, “You're back.”
If you see a friend who’s just leaving,
you can ask, “You re gomg out?”
Right?
