Btatistios contained in the preseat publication were prepared in conformity with tho principle that the two
political domains, (he Empire of Alanchoukuo snd the Kwantung [easal ‘Territory, form one united cconomic ares,
which will hercinafler be eafled the Monchurian Keonomic Area.  This publication is, therefore, n book of
coonomic statistios siming st recording fucts of trale setivitics taking place within the arca delimited in accondace
with the abovo-meationed principle.

Accordingly in tho statistics cwncerning exports, the figures reprosent quantitics sud values of goods el from
within the Manchurian Economic Aren to places outside of that Arca. .

In the Import Slatististics tho sme principle applics, and goods brought into the Manchurian Eoonomic
Arca are accountod for as “Tolal” imports. At the mme time, in order to make u distinction hetween the «Cotal”
imports into the Manchurisn Economic Area and imporis into 3anchoukuo only, the latter have been scosunted for
is “Net? jmports.  The “Net” imports naturally inclode guods brought into Manchoukuo from nll places outside
its political boundaries ineloding the Kwantung [cased Territory,

In tho case of goods landed in bond, any entries into cither tho 2ud Class Bonded Warchouse or the Londed
Faclories aro accounted for as imports and arc included in the figures thaeof..  Withdrawals for export from
bonded warchouses and factorics, in tho condition of crigimal entry, are sccounted fur as reesporls and are included
in the figores thereof.  However, when goods are exportad from bond after having been procssad, they arc
sccounted for es exports and are includal i the figures thereof.

Swoeping revisions made in the Customs Tariff have necositated a complete rearmugement of the commodity
licadings and of the units of mexsurcment in the elatictios eince January I, 1938, Consquently, in many Commeodily
classes it has boen impossible to prepare figures showing comparisons with preceding statistionl periwls.  Iowever,
whenever posiible comparative figures have boen given,
