Convertibles: These small cars with a sporty look nice, typically feature a roof which can be
either folded or detached.

Minivans: These mid-sized cars provide ample: space for passengers, as well as cargo
transportation. Some of these multi-utility vehicles (MUVs) are four-wheel drives, while some offer
seats which can be folded (Figure 1- 5).
Sports Cars: These are power packed two-seater cars, which are designed to derive the
maximum fun of a speedy ride. Their remarkable features include a powerful engine and smooth

looks, based on the laws of aerodynamics. They may seem to be a bit expensive (Figure 1- 6).

Sport-utility Vehicles (SUV): These cars are designed for regular roads as well as off-road land.

The features of SUVs include exceptional ground clearance, four-wheel drive and rugged styling

Car Engine Structure
A typical automobile engine consists of cylinder block, cylinder head, camshaft, valves, spark
plug, piston and piston rings, connecting rod, crankshaft, flywheel and oil pan (Figure 1-9).

Cylinder Block: Cylinder block or engine block is a single machined casting unit. It contains the
cylinders and the water coolant and lubricant passages. So it is a complicated part at the heart of an engine.

Cylinder head: A cylinder head is a casting generally made from iron or aluminum that holds
the valves, valve springs and one or two camshafts. The cylinder head has machined surfaces to
provide a precision fit to mate parts. Inline four- and six-cylinder engines have one cylinder head. V6
and V8 engines have two cylinder heads.

Camshaft: The key parts of any camshaft are the lobes. As the camshaft spins, the lobes open and

close the intake and exhaust valves in time with the motion of the piston. It turns out that there is a direct
