SOBTaL]

Art is a way to observe and experience life, endowed with our own ideas and feelings. As a way of
observation, art decides our way of life.

Art is inspired from life! Inspiration originates from our truly love for life. The vase nature and human social
life are full of materials and inspirations waiting for art to draw. Artists shall train a pair of unique wisdom eyes and
use them to find beauties other people ignored from ordinary things; whenever inspiration of art suddenly bursts
out after careful selection, observation and experience, artists shall quickly capture and record it in a concise way
to form the preliminary conception, and then further supplement and improve until a perfect work is created.

As a special form of thinking, the most striking feature of inspiration is that you can never predict when it
will appear. It is a momentary illumination. On a daily basis, maybe you feel so puzzled and have no idea where
to start a work that you have no appetite or sleep badly, but suddenly trends of thoughts surge out when you least
expect them to, the problems encountered in creation are solved and finally the work is finished without any letup.
Inspiration doesn’ t show up after repeated calls, but sometimes it suddenly busts out when you least expect it to:

“Hundreds and thousands of times, for her I searched in chaos, suddenly, I turned by chance, to where the lights
were, and there she stood” .

As a unique thinking activity, artistic inspiration, touched unintentionally and suddenly enlightened,
functions as the source of artistic works by artists and plays a crucial role in artistic creation. A classic artistic work
can achieve a real sense of success only after repeated “incubation” and “illumination” by inspiration. And
numerous successes mark the birth of the artistic master.

Through this series
of books, you will learn different observation methods and the capacity to describe things.
