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Abstract

There are large numbers of literatures about the research on the issue
of social capital in rural society, but few of them conducted an empirical
study comprehensively, and more, the background of the past researches
has changed a lot with the rapid development of society. The two main de-
fects of past studies on social capital are definition and measuring. In this
paper, social capital is defined as a network platform, where similar
groups exchange resources, emotional supports, values and other elements
in accordance with the principle of reciprocity, and the social resources
bearing with the platform. Social network is the form of social capital.
Trust and reciprocity constitute the rules of social capital’s formation and
operation. Cooperation is the results and purpose of social capital. The
main driving force of social capital generated: the first stems from the un-
certainty ; the second is originated in the complexity and variability of hu-
man needs; the third is derived from the human’s eternal pursuit of con-
venience and low cost; and fourth, because there will always be some idle
resources that cannot be used through market and enterprise. This thesis
argues that economic and social needs of farmers which determined by the
economic and social structure are the foundation of rural social capital ; the

latter should be adjusted correspondingly with the demands of farmers.

The empirical research is the main part of this paper. Through field
survey of 333 rurual family in Henan Province, Hubei Province, Sichuan
Province, and Chongqing munixipanity, this thesis investigates the current
stock of the rural social capital from resource — exchanging network, sym-
bolic network, trust and value norms. Then, it verifies the impact of char-
acteristics of age, gender, marriage, and the level of formal education of
the family members on social capital. After that, it clarifies the relation-
ships between various types of social capital and analyzes the linkages be-
tween social capital and economic behavior of farmers. At last, this paper
adopts linear regression model to investigate the influences on the per capi-
ta income of farmers by social capital, human capital and material capital.
The results show that the richer symbolic social capital network, the longer
years of education, and the more people engaged in the second and tertiary
industries, the higher the per capita income; on the contrary, the more use
of au pair and employment information social capital networks, the lower
the per capita income.

Conclusions of this study are: (DPart of the human capital needs the
aids of social capital to play a better role. (2)The traditional social capital
is on the wane and in the differentiation, particularly in the labor — ex-
changing network and the employment — information network. (3)Symbolic
network is currently the most important social capital of farmers. (4)The
trust structure of farmers is dominated in genetic relationships yet,- while
the trust levels about the formal system and strangers are also not low.
And, the trust level should be analyzed according to different situation,
which cannot be mixed. The proportion of middle — income families dis-
trusting strangers is larger. Overall, the interpersonal trust is getting bet-
ter. (5)The needs of rural and farmers are gradually differentiated from the

following aspects, and which call for new forms of social capital: first,
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farmers are eager for communication with the government. Second, the
contents of farmers’ demands is becoming rich gradually, and the needs for
those aspects of emotional support and recognition, leisure contacts is in-
creasing, so, they need new forms of social capital. Third, the elders,
children and rural women left behind in rural areas need special social cap-
ital. And last, the division of labor on the basis of specialization in the ru-
ral area is accelerating, which needs professional social capital network.
(6)Development trend of social capital are division and differentiation. As a
whole, the direction is generalized social capital based on impersonal
trust , while particular social capitals continue to deepen in special fields a-
long with special trust, and ultimately forms the reasonable structure of so-

cial capital which meets multiple needs of farmers.
