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Abstract

This book is the 19" annual report on “ Analysis and Forecast of Economy and
Society of Liaoning” consecutively launched by Liaoning Academy of Social Sciences.
The book has a total of 35 reports, divided into the general report, comprehensive
articles, economic articles, social articles and special subjects. Experts on economics,
finance, industrial economics, urban and rural development, from Liaoning Academy of
Social Sciences and other research institutes and universities completed the writing of this
book together through in-depth research and innovation.

The book argues that, in 2013, Liaoning’s economy ran smoothly, showing steady
progress and increasingly better quality, and basically achieved the expected full-year
goals: the three industries of agriculture, industry and services developed evenly, GDP
declined but still maintained growth, consumer demand steadily expanded, technology-
based SMEs rapidly developed, foreign trade grew slowly, and revenue increased
gently. Meanwhile, urban and rural residents income grew faster, the social security
system was further improved, all types of education were significantly improved, cultural
undertakings and cultural industries continued to prosper, medical and health system was
further promoted, the province’s poverty alleviation efforts moved to the new stage of
consolidating earlier achievements and accelerating income growth, the blue-sky project
steadily developed, and ecological environment was gradually improved. In 2013,
Liaoning province successfully hosted the 12 National Games in line with the principle
of frugality, organized well the 8.16 flood rescue and post-disaster recovery and
reconstruction. Efforts relating to affordable housing and shantytowns made new
achievements, housing difficulties of low-income urban families and the  sandwich
class’ were further alleviated , and 410, 000 residents from villages in the city and on the
urban fringe have seen their houses reuovated.

The book points out that, it has become a basic consensus at home and abroad that
the world economy grows slowly and China’s economy has reached the end of rapid
growth and entered the period of medium-speed growth. Currently there are still
problems in Liaoning’s economy development difficult to improve in the short term,

such as public finance budget income and total imports were below the national level ,
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investment in fixed assets decreased significantly, consumption growth was lack of
motivation, and fiscal balance contradictory worsened. In the first three quarters of
2013, the province’s GDP had a growth of 8.7% , the lowest over the same period
since 2000. The industrial economy continuing to decline is the main reason for the
downward economic growth in Liaoning. In the social sphere, there are still issues such
as unequal distribution of income, imperfect social security system and management
mechanism, below-national-level rural resident per capita income , limited overall
strength of cultural industry and supply and demand contradiction in the education and
medical fields.

It is expected that, in 2014, under the background of a slow recovery of the global
economy and especially the strong spirit of the Third Plenary Session of the 18" CPC
Central committee , domestic reform will strengthen, internal and external positive
factors of Liaoning’s economic and social development will increase, the province’s
economic growth is expected to be slightly more than in 2013, and social and livelihood
undertakings will come to new level. For the current severe economic situation and
long-term economic and social development goals and tasks in Liaoning, in the future,
it is important for Liaoning to focus on steady growth, employment promotion,
structural adjustment, reform, promoting innovation, building four modernizations,
and improving people’s livelihood, accelerating the transformation of economic
development, highlighting the theme of people’s livelihood and achieving economic and

social development.
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
