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Course Description

As one of the course series for “English for International Communication,” this course of “Paper
Writing and International Publication” is specially designed for higher-level undergraduates and
graduate students in the natural and social sciences, and other academics and teachers in different fields,

who pursue advanced academic English in international communication.

Course Objectives

“Paper Writing and International Publication” is a course with “dual aims:” to develop both
academic English writing skills and communicative competence in international publication.

(i) The course aims to equip students with the overall knowledge about writing academic papers,
and to enhance the students’ ability in academic writing.

(ii) The course also attempts to develop the students’ ability to publish their academic papers in
international journals, as well as the ability to communicate in different international settings on the

basis of their prepared papers.

Outline of Content

With academic English as its core, and with the principal elements of a paper as its focus, this
course consists of 14 units, covering the writing of title, author / affiliation, keywords, abstract,
introduction, main body, discussion, conclusion, acknowledgments, appendices, references, etc.
Technical requirements, knowledge and strategies of paper publication, and other related information
are incorporated into this textbook. The arrangement of “Simulated International Paper Writing and

Publication on Interdisciplinary Sciences” is also included as a final course project.

Teaching Arrangements
This course is scheduled for one semester, including the final course project. The instructor is
advised to place different emphases on the 14 units in accordance with the students’ actual English

proficiency and specific communicative needs.

Teaching Methods

This writing and publication course is mainly conducted by adopting the “process-focused”



approach. Much of the class time will be spent on lecturing, discussions, and writing workshops.
Students will be given due instructions and guidelines to perform writing activities (including simulated
writing, error analyses, self-editing, peer feedback, and instructor’s comments), which will help develop
their practical paper writing ability. And the students’ writing skills and paper submission strategies
will be further practiced, monitored, and reinforced through the unit assignments and the final course

project of the Simulated International Paper Writing and Publication on Interdisciplinary Sciences.

Course Assessment
The final grade will be given on the basis of: (i) the student’s writing assignments; (ii) the student’s
classroom performance; and (iii) panel evaluation of the course project of the Simulated International

Paper Writing and Publication on Interdisciplinary Sciences.
