The
workshops deal with major disciplines in social sciences and humanities, including
Marxism,. economics, sociology, international issues, legal studies, philosophy,
history, literature, etc. Under the Forum framework, eighteen international
workshops are to be held in 2010, including themes such as “ Macroeconomic
performance and policies in China”, “China’s Labor Market in the Post-Financial
Crisis Period” , “Social Security and Human Resources Development in the Post-
Financial Crisis Period”, “ Carbon Budget and Climate Justice”, “ Urban
