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Introduction

This book adopts a problem comparative system , it proceeds
from the inner logic of higher education , mainly comparing several
basic problems about the developments, management systems , ed-
ucation structures , enrolment systems , teaching reforms , sciecn-
tific researches , education funds , university teachers of some de-
veloped countries . This book analyses the background and the ad-
vantages and disadvantages in outline and abstract , it tries to be
theoretical but not narrate in detail.

The author of this book insists in regarding the major and final
objectives of comparative studies as targeted at solving problems
which have cropped up in China’s higher education. From this point
of view , the author does not rest on “comarison in mind”. Hence,
after each chapter, the author analyses one key problem , difficult
problems of popular concern in China’s higher education practice .
The author doesn’t dodge contradiction , but tries to point out the
defects , and find out ways to serve the reform and development of
higher education. The author has many original ideas for higher ed-
ucation .

Universities and colleges administration should adhere to the
principle of indepentence and self —control . The idea of competi-

tion should be introduced and powerful self — binding mechanism
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should be constructed . To adjust the type structure, “Projet 211”
should be implemented , and insist in competition in process and dy-
namics ; to adjust the subject structure , the former pattern of em-
phasized in science should be changed , also the former system of
employment should be changed , and construct admission and em-
ployment of liberal personnel.

The coverage of unified enrolment examination should be re-
moulded to encourage the changing to quality education in high
schools . The relations of “examinating over — all knowledge or
scholastic aptitude , knowledge or competence , literacy or quality”
should be correctly handled.

The contents of teaching should be changed , between special-
ty training and comprehensive training , specilaty training be trans-
formed to comprehensive training ; between teaching and
guidance , attention should be paid to guidance ; between scientific
research and study , scientific research promote study.

The scietific research work should gear to the needs of national
economy , improvement should -be made in the achievements into
productive force ; the policy of “deal with three different things in
three different ways” should be carried out ; the long — standing
problem of “emphasise on scientific research and underestimate
teaching ”should be solved.

To alleviate the shortage of education fund , university stu-
dents should share the expense of education , those who go abroad
should p‘ay for the cost of education , so as to check the drain on ed-
ucation fdr/ld .

Administators and teachers of universities should learn some
theory of higher education , raise their theoretical levels so as to
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pave the way for the teaching reform .

Series of titles for management office workers should be applied
in order to stop the leaks in system , and to combat academic cor-
ruption .

This book intergrated methodology with the study of
problems , it probes into the methodology of comparative education
in a certain extent . It has theoretical analysis and it is practicable ,
it will contribute to the training of students’ ability of scientific re-
search . This book embraces a great deal of original data , and it
reads smoothly . This book meets the needs of students majoring in
education , teachers , administrative personnel and leaders at uni-
