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Abstract

The Blue book of Yangtze River Delta is an annual report on
development of the delta released by Academy of Social Sciences of
Jiangsu, Zhejiang and Shanghai, the theme of this year is “ Yangtze
River Delta in the View of Glabal Change”.

Central economic work conference ( CEWC) of 2012 pointed
that in terms of international environment, great changes had happened
to connotation and condition of important period of strategic
opportunities of our country. The opportunities we are faced with is no
longer traditional ones like being incorporated in to global labor-division
system, expanding exportation and accelerating investment but
expanding domestic demand, improving creativity and transforming
pattern of economic development. International economic structure is
undergoing profound changes since the global financial crisis, such like
“The Boom of New Industrial Revolution” , “The New Trend of
Global Economic System” and “Strategic Trends of Multinational” , the
original development model is constantly changing, and by this will
affect the entire Yangtze River Delta regional economic
development.
