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Abstract

Governmental publicness problems obviously pose a contemporary issue to all of
us. Against this background, this thesis, based on theoretical thinking of real problems
and the way to solving them, focuses on bringing out the profound significance of
thought of Marx-Engels governmental publicness and respectively probes its theoretical
sources, main content, contemporary value and pathes of realizing governmental
publicness by analyzing the concept of publicness and governmental publicness and its
historical evolution at first.

Theoretically, thought of Marx-Engels governmental publicness reflects its critical
inheritance and transcendence of the public ideas of ancient Greece political thought,
public dimensions of the social contract theory in the modern times, public resources of
German classical philosophy, and public materials of Utopian socialism. It mainly
contains theories about public characteristics of government, public functions of
government, public product of government, public administration of government and so
on.
