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Perface

As the basis of regional economy, the development of county economy has
direct and practical links with the national economy and livelihood of the masses, it is
the crucial field for Guangxi in the process of building a well — off society in an all-
round way at the same time of 2020 with the nation, and it is a most important
support in the course of achieving Guangxi Dream. The Report of 18th CPC
National Congress comprehensively proposes industrialization, informatization
urbanization and agricultural modernization. From the perspective of regional
economic development, fusion development of industrialization, informatization,
urbanization and agricultural modernization will focus on the county level
Meanwhile, the development situation of county economy largely influences the
implementation of “Doubling Plan” with the income of urban and rural residents in
Guangxi, the rising of a group of counties will be an important support for Guangxi
to construct a strong economic area in western China.

Therefore, the research of counties and county economic issues will be an ongoing
issue.

The Report on the Competitiveness of Guangxi Counties (2013 ) is one of the Blue
Books composed by Guangxi Academy of Social Sciences. Through the original
intention of this writing, firstly, we hope to provide most direct advises for
policymaking body, support the strategic plan of local governments at all levels and

the development of county economy. secondly, we aim at forming a Blue Book in
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which theory and practice fuse, and strengthen its scientific soundness, objectivity
and characteristic, enhance its reference value, and further improve its social
influence. At the same time, we intend to look for the entry point and the core
point to promote the competitiveness of Guangxi county, break the bottleneck, and
provid the most direct and realistic reference for the county’s economic
development.

The Report on the Competitiveness of Guangxi Counties (2013) continues the basic
writing style of former blue book, still highlights research characteristic. This Blue
Book is based on the county competitiveness evaluations and analyses, it uses some
research methods such as competitiveness research, demonstration research, empirical
research and literature research etc. This annual report is divided into seven parts; the
first part is General Report , focusing on the basis competitiveness appraisal of Guangxi
counties and making the thematic expositions as well as related theoretical
explanations. The second part is Construction of Indicators, highlighting the basic ideas of
the competitiveness of Guangxi counties index system and specific indicators. The
third part is the Competitiveness Appraisal, including the overall competitiveness
appraisal of Guangxi counties, research on competitiveness of Guangxi counties under
the “Two Areas and One Belt” . The fourth part is Comparative Research on Four Types
of Counties, including comparative study on the minority counties, border counties,
industrial counties and agricultural counties. The fifth part is the Specfic Topic
Research, including the development of county economy under the main functional
region, rocky desertification of county and the research on professional town; the
sixth part is the commentary about latest research on county problem, town problem
and Guangxi county problem, including academic literature and -dissertations. The
seventh part is the Appendix, including relevant excerpts about county economy
development from some provincial Government Work Report in 2013 and the raw
data of county competitiveness.

Many thanks to the great attention and strong support from the leadership of
Guangxi Academy of Social Sciences and relevant departments to the Blue Book, so
that the Blue Book have been completed successfully to publish and distribute. Due
to limits of energy, time and research level, this Blue Book will inevitably have
omissions and deficiencies. We sincerely wish for appraisal and valuable suggestions

from readers and experts. We will consistently carry out better research on the
