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Abstract

This book, the fourth Annual Report on the Economic and Social Development
of Yangzhou, has been complied by the Yangzhou Federation of Social Scientists and
the Yangzhou Academy of Social Sciences under the guidance of the Blue Book of
Yangzhou Editorial Board, Contributors include experts, scholars as well as workers
from actual practice.
