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Chinese universities should further improve their English teaching, seize the
opportunity brought by the development of the information industry, especially the
construction of the Internet and campus networks, said Wu Qidi, Chinese Vice-Minister
of Education. She also pointed out that Chinese college English teachers, when
evaluating a student's language skills, should focus on listening and speaking instead of
reading. Students should be more active in learning English by using computer network
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and teaching software. Besides, the language skills of each student should be graded so
that they can improve by themselves accordingly.

An investigation of 340 Chinese universities by the Ministry of Education showed
that the number of schools in which a English class with fewer than 40 students
attending only accounts for 37 percent, while 20 schools still have English classes with
more than 80 students.

Most English teachers are required to teach 16 to 20 class hours every week on
average, leaving them no time to improve their teaching methods. Apart from that, the
required English tests also lead to test-oriented study among Chinese students.

According to Wu, 180 Chinese universities have started an English teaching
reform, and four sets of English learning software specially designed for Chinese
college students have been completed.

In the author's opinion learning a foreign language is not only a very difficult
and rewarding experience but also a frustrating and valuable one. When language
teachers use positive methods, students feel encouraged to answer eagerly, never
worrying about making mistakes. Other times, teachers who are not patient cause
students to lose their excitement for answering questions and their desire to say
anything in English. However, very large classes may give students fewer chances to
answer and may intimidate them because of those who speak much better than they.
Studying English online is not different from study in the regular classroom but it
gives students freedom to think out their ideas and to write a reply before posting it
on the screen. Online learning also brings many benefits such as learning the value
of hard work, gaining insights into other cultures, and opening our minds to new
ways of thinking. Learning a foreign language by computers makes it possible to
communicate with many more people and to bridge the gap between one culture and
another.
