An Outline of Tianjin Literary Ecology (1919 - 1930)
Zhang Yuanging

Abstract: Previous studies of modern literary history of Tianjin more concentrated in the
literature of the period from 1930 to 1949, while study on the previous period is still not enough.
The period from 1919 to 1930 is the important period of Tianjin literature from ancient to
modern, but its development has not been a clear description. The authors review the history
and found: before 1919, the basic situation of the ecological literature is Tianjin traditional
poetry and novels exist at the same time. After the May 4th movement, due to the rise of new
literature, the ecological changes, showing the new literature and the former two legs coexist
situation. From 1919 to 1930, the new literature forces gradually strengthened. But in the new
literary development at the same time, the traditional poetry and fiction is still developing,
forces has not weakened, a situation of tripartite confrontation situation has not changed much,
and this situation continued until 1949. Such a situation of tripartite confrontation situation is
the basic form of the modern Tianjin urban literature, but also its typical form.
