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Abstract

This book is the third analytical report, “ The Evaluation on
County Social Development Level of Gansu Province ”, which
cooperatively published by both the Gansu Academy of Social Science
(GASS) and the Gansu Statistics Bureau ( GSB). Based on the county
statistical data provided by the GSB, this book deeply and systematically
analyzes the social development level of 81 counties ( cities, districts) of
Gansu Province during the year from 2009 to 2011. Firstly, this report
objectively and honestly evaluates every aspect of the county social
development situation of Gansu, guiding the county’s governments to
take seriously of the economic development, in the same time, to pay
much more attention to the harmonies development in every social
undertaking. Secondly, this book offers a dynamic, integrated,
visualized and impartial reference coordinate for each county ( city,
district) , assists the counties to understand more clearly the strengths and
weaknesses of themselves, and introspects problems which have emerged
in the development process. It is the practically theoretical and decision-
making basis, which can help the provincial, municipal and prefecture
governments to make short-and long-term development programs.
Finally, according to calculate the data, the report provides an evaluation
basis and a scientific data to further explore the law of county eco-social
development, so as to promote county to develop better and faster in the
whole province . The book contains three parts: the general report, the
evaluated report and the special report.

The year of 2012 is the crucial year of Gansu to break through the
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Twelfth Five-Year transformation and leapfrog development targets for
the eco-social development. As the basic unit and vital basis for national
economy, the county social development serves a significant connecting
link both in balancing urban and rural development and in solving
“ Agriculture, Countryside and Farmer ” issues. Via calculating,
comparing and analyzing, this book holds the perspective that, from the
year of 2009 to 2011, all the counties’ social development maintain
relatively faster growths, every social undertaking has gained fruitful
achievements and people’s living standard has improved dramatically.
Firstly, the entire counties society’s level is improved, keeps the rapidly
developing trend in general and the gaps in the various counties are
decreasing, while the imbalanced features in counties development are
much more obvious. Secondly, regional development structure has
formed with its own characters. However, the speed of each indicators
of social development is inconsistent. Thirdly, every county has strong
developing desire, the competition in counties is more obvious.
Fourthly, the quality of life both in urban and rural is increasing, but the
overall is still on the relatively low level, and the differences of counties
are increasing. Fifthly, county urbanization level of Gansu is
continuously improved, yet the raising speed is slow. Comparing with
the overall level of China, the gap is widening . Finally, the social
security system is being further improved, and the gap between different
counties is being decreased. However, the overall level still lagged
behind.

In April 2012, the members of twelfth Party Congress of Gansu
Province clearly proposed that the key point of future work is to
“ promote social harmony, improve people’s quality of life, persist in
scientific development and build happy new Gansu Province”. On this
basis, we should pay more attentions to the 5 aspect tasks in the
following: first of all, solve the imbalanced issues of county social

development level as soon as possible. Secondly, enhance and innovate

social management. Thirdly, reinforce of social building, build robust
public service system. Fourthly, quicken steps of urban construction.
Finally, expand vigorously the circulation of rural consumption goods,
build and perfect circulated marketing system of rural consumption

goods.
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
