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ABSTRACT

As a periodical findings of the Study of the Problem Concerning
Chinese Primary and Secondary School Students’ Academic Over-
burden, a key project of the Ministry of Education during the Ninth
Five - year national educational science planning, this book is based
on questionnaire survey conducted respectively among 3734 Grade
Two junior secondary school students and Grade Four primary school
pupils, parents, master teachers and school masters in six regions:
Beijing, Shanghai, Tianjin, Chongqing, Taiyuan of Shanxi Province
and Huangshi of Hubei Province in June 1997. Our main conclusion
is in general there is an academic overburden among Chinese primary
and secondary school students, but the situation shows considerable
disparity in different circumstances. Consequently, we need to
strengthen studies and manipulation on students’ academic overbur-
den problem. Meanwhile, the author also makes an comparatively
thorough and systematic analysis of the causes of the problem and
puts forward some strategies and thoughts for currently lightening
students’ academic overburden, aiming touprovide references to rela-
tive leaders in educational administration and the large number of ed-

ucators.
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
