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One dream of the human is to eliminate poverty. Since forming the human socie-
ty, poverty has become an objective reality, i. e. the social reality with pain feeling
by the human, During the development process of history, the constant aim chased
for by people is to eliminate poverty, resolve subsistence problem and improve life
quality, and all of these are the themes existing in the development of human civiliza-
tion. According to the research, at present the countryside impoverished population of
china mainly exists on the west area, wherein, the countryside impoverished popula-
tion of Yunnan province is in the forefront in China. And further, the national poverty
problem of Yunnan province is the focal point of poverty alleviation.

The paper aims to analyze the poverty problem of national minority. Because of
the characteristics of the national minority, such as the geography environment, the
human environment, the peasant household action of the national minority is distin-
guished from the peasant household in other areas of China, and maybe the factor for
affecting the income of the peasant household is different, if the theory and the expe-
rience for resolving the poverty problem of other province are applied to the Yunnan
province , people often get into the trouble like that raw Huainan of tangerine is a tan-
gerine, it is a trifoliate orange to be born in Huaibei.

minority in China.

Part V. It analizes geographical factor and technological quality in detail, indi-
cating geographical factor mainly leads to the poverty in autonomous region of Honghe
and Hani Ethnic Groups in Honghe Yunnan, which can chiefly solved by the govern-
ment to carry out green industry , in addition, the technogical quality of people
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needs to be improved, at the time, tourism and industrial gardents needs to be rein-
forced.

Part VI. Conclusion and suggestion, on the basis of summarizing up the whole
paper, providing corresponding suggestions and measures aiming at the poverty prob-
lem of national minority areas of Yunnan province.
