The key indicators of fluency are speech rate and speech continuity. The key indicators
of coherence are logical sequencing of sentences; clear marking of stages in a discussion,
narration or argument; and the use of cohesive devices (e. g. connectors, pronouns and
conjunctions) within and between sentences.

The key indicators are the variety
of words used, the adequacy and appropriacy of the words used and the ability to
circumlocute (get round a vocabulary gap by using other words) with or without noticeable
hesitation.

The key indicators of grammatical range are the
length and complexity of the spoken sentences, the appropriate use of subordinate
clauses, and the range of sentence structures, especially to move elements around for
information focus. The key indicators of grammatical accuracy are the number of
grammatical errors in a given amount of speech and the communicative effect of error.
