In recent decades, efforts have been made to reintroduce the gray wolf
into the wilds of the American West. A number of criticisms have been
directed against these efforts. This article will focus on three of them.

First, some wildlife biologists warn that the reintroduction of woives
would seriously reduce the number of elk, a wild animal that is vital
to the mountainous ecosystem. In other words, the ecological balance
would be tipped if the number of wolves, natural enemies of elk, was to
rise, as the elk would be hunted to the brink of extinction.

Second, a thriving wolf population would impact on local economies. At a
time when family farms and ranches are already in trouble, a good many
people simply cannot afford to lose valuable livestock to hungry wolves.
Farmers always complain that domestic species such as cattle and sheep
are likely to be hunted by wolves.

Last, a large wolf population in rural areas would contribute to a general
sense of public concern, though some local people said they would get
used to seeing wolves and hearing the howl at night. Both the physical
danger and the psychological impact would combine to make the locals
fear wolves. In states such as Montana or Wyoming, children have been
attacked and a few even killed as these predators lose their fear of man.
Reintroducing the wolf is asking for trouble.
