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Abstract

The report gives the review and summary on social development of Heilongjiang
province during the year of 2012 and forecasts the prospect of social development of
Heilongjiang province during the year of 2013.

The report, based on thousands of random sampling questionnaire surveys and
monographic studies, objectively describes the status quos on the people’s livelihood,
employment, housing, education, health care, social security, population
development, and ecological environment, etc. of Heilongjiang province in 2012,
from the perspective of sociology, deeply analyzes the current provincial social
situation, hot spot and focus, and proposes the primary trends and countermeasures of
social development during the year of 2013.

In 2012, Heilongjiang province deeply executed development strategies of
“eight economic zone” and “ten key project” , accelerated forty people’s livelihood
projects, improved the people’s livelihood and social harmony, and social
development achieved remarkable results, which were presented from the following
eight characteristics: (DEconomic growth bucked the trend and prices of commodities
got preliminary control; (2 Resident incomes rose faster than GDP and peasant
incomes ranked the national top ten; (3)Low-cost housing gained strong propulsion
and total housing construction reached the highest; (@) Food safety attracted
considerable attention and the first “ provincial regulations ” was enacted;
® “Collaboration of the government and the school” was be copied nationwide and
graduate employment and entrepreneur made great achievements; (6)Social security
shifted up and unemployed and low-income groups received preference;
(DExpenditures of the people’s livelihood projects grew rapidly and were gradually
toward public finance; @ Heroes and models surged out and great beauty and great
love overflew Heilongjiang.

In 2012, in the process of social development in Heilongjiang, there were main

issues as follows: (DCPI rise was above the national average and influence of rising
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prices was increased; (2)The speed of aging was more faster and the issue of parent-
supporting was more distinctive; (3) The new policy of rural social endowment
insurance was not attractive enough and the management standard was still to be
perfected; (@) Network construction in politics lagged and the difference of micro-
blogging of government affairs was obvious; (B)Low class identity was not yet formed
and group polarization was to be prevented; (6) The anxiety over social safety was
spreading constantly and the state of social trust was worrying.

In 2013, Heilongjiang province will fully implement the essence of the 18th
CPC National Congress and stride to achieve the goal of reaching well-to-do level in
2020, which is to strengthen social development from the following four aspects:
(DIn the reform of the social system, the solution to “the government apart from
society” should be emphasized ; (@ In the innovation of social management, the
solution to “ one-sided dimensional stability” should be strengthened; 3 In the
guarantee of the improvement of the people’s livelihood, the solution to “the fairness
of the baseline” should be accelerated; @In the guidance of social mentality, the
solution to “social hostility” should be reinforced.

The report consists of thirty-nine research chapters and falls into six parts
including, chapters for social survey, for social development, for social issues, for
social classes and for social management, apart from the general report.

Chapters for social survey are constituted of three reports, which, based on
thousands of questionnaire surveys, judge, evaluate and expect provincial social
situation and government work performance during the year of 2012 respectively from
the perspectives of expert researchers, common people and party cadres.

Chapters for social development are constituted of nine reports, which cover the
contents concerning people’s livelihood, employment, housing, education, health
care, social security, population development, ecological environment, and scientific
and technological innovation, etc. .

Chapters for social issues are constituted of eight reports, which embody the
concern about aging, social security system, comprehensive qualities of peasants,
graduate employment and entrepreneur, art market, investment to people’s
livelihood, culture industry and marriage and family, etc. .

Chapters for social classes are constituted of five reports, which deeply analyze

the aspects of class relation harmony, class consciousness of the urban and rural low-

Chapters for social management are constituted of five reports, which mainly discuss
the issues on legal aid, development of the trade union organization, integrity risk

prevention, network construction in politics and social voluntary service system, etc. .
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
