Think tank, a critical part of a country’s soft power and a sig-
nificant process and part of public policy in modern times, plays a
great role in modern country’s political and economic society,
etc. Thanks to the fact that think tank is indispensable to the rise and
domination position of great powers. the internationalization step of
think tank has been constantly accelerated. With the development of
our economic society and facing the intensified trend of economic glo-
balization, the gaming and reorganization of world pattern and the
complicated and changeable domestic and international situation, our
country needs to launch a new-type think tank with Chinese charac-
teristics through drawing foreign countries’ methods and experience in
establishment of think tank.
