The words used by the speaker may

stir up unfavorable reactions in the listener which interfere with his comprehension, hence, the

transmission-reception system breaks down.

Moreover, inaccurate or indefinite words may make it difficult for the listener to understand

the message which is being transmitted to him. The speaker who does not have specific words in

his working vocabulary may be unable to explain or describe in a way that can be understood by

his listeners.

Sleep is divided into periods of so-called REM sleep, characterized by rapid eye movements

and dreaming,and longer periods of non-REM sleep. Neither kind of sleep is at all well

understood,but REM sleep is assumed to serve some restorative function of the brain. The

purpose of non-REM sleep is even more mysterious. The new experiments,such as these

described for the first time at a recent meeting of the Society for Sleep Research in Minneapolis,

suggest fascinating explanations for the purpose of non-REM sleep.

For example, it has long been known that total sleep deprivation is 100 percent fatal to rats,

yet,upon examination of the dead bodies,the animals look completely normal. A researcher has

now cast light on the mystery of why the animals die. The rats develop bacterial infections of the

blood, as if their immune systems—the self-protecting mechanism against diseases—had crashed.

Manpower Inc., with 560,000 workers, is the world’s largest temporary employment

agency. Every morning, its people swarm into the offices and factories of America, seeking a
day’s work for a day’s pay. One day at a time. As industrial giants like General Motors and
IBM struggle to survive by reducing the number of employees, Manpower, based in

Milwaukee, Wisconsin, is booming.

Even though its economy continues to recover,the US is increasingly becoming a nation of

part-timers and temporary workers. This “disposable” work force is the most important trend in

American business today, and it is fundamentally changing the relationship between people and

their jobs. The phenomenon provides a way for companies to remain globally competitive while

avoiding market cycles and the growing burdens imposed by employment rules, healthcare costs

and pension plans.

they insisted that its immediate results during the period from 1750 to 1850 were widespread
poverty and misery for the bulk of the English population. By contrast, they saw in the preceding
hundred years from 1650 to 1750,when England was still a completely agricultural country,a
period of great abundance and prosperity.

This view,however,is generally thought to be wrong. Specialists in history and economics,
have shown two things: that the period from 1650 to 1750 was marked by great poverty,and that
industrialization certainly did not worsen and may have actually improved the conditions for the
majority of the populace.
