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Preface to the Publication

[. CHINA'S ETHNIC YEARBOOK is a large-scale and comprehensive yearbook front for Culture Palace of Nationalities, in charge
of the State Ethnic Affairs Commission P. R. C, edited printed and distributed by China Ethnic Yearbook Publisher. CHINA™ S ETHNIC
YEARBOOK was started on publication in 1995, and one volume is published yearly. This is the 14" issue. From Volume 2001, it was ap-
proved to publish periodically by State General Administration of Press and Publications.

1. This volume is mainly compiled of the ethnic work from all levels ethnic departments, all fields of minority cause and the develop-
ment of the economic and social fields of various ethnic autonomous regions of our country in 2007, and of the laws and regulations, major
speeches, important documents and various statistical data ete. The information contained in this yearbook is accurate and full, overall and
systematic. In China, it is the only large-scale encyclopedic ethnic document and information reference book about ethnic minorities.

Ill. This yearbook is mainly written in the form of essay style, annalistic style and clauses and subclauses style. The basic written style
of yearbook is clauses and subclauses one, which is simple clear full and objective. The titles of the clauses and subclauses are expressed
with boldface and symbol of “[]”.

IV. This yearbook is mainly compiled in the style of classification, accompanied with geographical order and chronological order. Con-
tent of the articles are arranged in the order of category column clauses and subclauses. As the biggest unit of the three arrangements, cate-
gory is composed of columns including special articles or clauses and subclauses. The clauses and subclauses are firstly arranged according
to the order of Table of Various Levels of Ethnic Autonomous Regions of the P. R. C. in the Administration Division Manuals of the P. R. C.
2008 edited compiled by Ministry of Civil Affairs. When classifying clauses and subclauses reflects conditions of the same district, chrono-
logical order is used. The clauses and subclauses that reflect conditions of the whole country or regions are arranged in the first place in
chronological order. The clauses and subclauses that reflect relation between ethnic regions and other regions are arranged in the order of
ethnic regions.

V. Structure of this volume of the yearbook is adjusted by deleting Ethnic and Religion. The columns of the 2" grade of Ethnic and Re-
ligion is set up in the special subject of Ethnic Working that belong to the 1" thgrade columns of Ethnic Working. Because of the limit of
page layout, the laws and regulations of Yunnan and Guizhou Provinces that were published or revised in 2006 are included this year.

VI. This volume of yearbook is constituted by 15 columns, namely Special Subjects, Great Events, Ethnic Working, Ethnic Economy,
Ethnic Scientific Research, Ethnic Education, Ethnic Culture, Ethnic Tourism « Ethnic Environment Protection, Ethnic Medical Treatment
and Hygiene + Ethnic Sports, Economic and Social Development of Autonomous Regions, Economic and Social Development of Ethnic Au-
tonomous Prefecture, Economic and Social Development in the Autonomous Country ( banners), Characters, Ethnic Policies and Statutes
and finally Statistics and Colored pages, Index, amount to 17 classifications. The clauses and subclauses include 189 columns of the 1™
grade , 82 columns of the 2™ grade. There are 2 314 pieces of clauses and subclauses, 7 pieces of important speeches, 47 pieces of policies
and ethnic statutes literature, 10 pieces of statistical data, 144 pictures, with a total number of 2 100 000 words.

VI. This volume of the yearbook is compiled of events what happened during the time from January to December in 2007, with some
exceptions for the convenience of readers to fully understand the whole story. Short records and appendices are out of the time limitation.

V. In the yearbook, the word of “nationality” in clauses and subclauses generally refer to ethnic groups. When the districts and or-
ganizations are firstly mentioned in the yearbook, their full names are used, and their habitual abbreviations for the other cases.

IX. The statistics of this yearbook come from the National Bureau of Statistics. Others are provided by relative departments after verifi-
cation. Some data may be different owing to various sources. Special attention should be paid when using them. The total area and govern-
ment location of the nation autonomous region are based on the Administration Division Manuals of the P. R. C. 2008, the founded time ac-
cording to the white paper of the Regional National Autonomy of China issued by the State Council in 2005.

X. Expressing deep gratitude to the United Front Work Department of the Central Committee of the CPC, Ethnic Affairs Committee of
National People’s Congress, State Ethnics Affair Commission, Nationality and Religion Committee of National Political Consultative Con-
gress and related state departments, the units directly under the State Ethnic Affairs Commission, Nationality and Religion Committee of
each province, autonomous region, municipalities and Xinjiang Production and Construction Corps, the editorial offices of local chronicles of
all levels minorities autonomous governments, State Statistic Bureau, National research institutes, corporations of ethnic minorities and
some news unit, and whom provide the help and support for the compilation and publication of this yearbook.

XI. Owing to the limited knowledge and experience of the editors, there may be unavoidable omission in this yearbook. The valuable
suggestions of the personages from various circle of society, especially from the people whom engaged in ethnic works, research and working
in ethnic areas, are cordial welcomed in order to improve our work.
