Introduction

Golf, more than any other sport, lends itself to journeys of discovery, and this book is in many respects the ultimate golfing journey. Here is every true
golfer’s most fervent fantasy—365 days of golf played on the most sensational courses, in blissfully balmy climes, circumnavigating the world of golf to visit a
new site each day.

Some courses will be familiar favorites, while others will offer the lure of exotic surroundings in faraway places. It is a trip that I hope the reader will find
both entertaining and educational, coming away with a newfound appreciation for the artistry and sheer beauty of golf courses around the world.

This stunning array of photographs taken by the world’s leading golf course photographers goes a long way to explaining the appeal of golf on such a global
scale. They vividly show that the attraction of golf is not just about the shared joys and frustrations of hitting the ball, but of experiencing the constant challenge
of different courses and savoring their distinctive settings and delightful scenery.

These images also offer compelling proof that golf has flourished around the world in no small measure because of the adaptability of the game to every type

of terrain and ecosystem. The golf courses featured span 60 countries around the world and 49 states, ranging from the antipodes of Paltamo near the Arctic Circle

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to Arelauquen in Patagonia. The result is a dazzling variety of courses adapted to their natural surroundings from the Alpine splendor of Banff in the Canadian
Rockies to the swaying palms and sand-encircled fairways of the Ocean Course at Brazil’s [lha de Commandatuba, from Cabo del Sol in Mexico’s cactus-
cluttered Baja Desert to the jungle greenery of Handara in the Balinese highlands, from Sand Hills Golf Club in the grassland dunes of central Nebraska to Les
Bordes in the bogland of the Loire Valley.

In our journey, we also gain much insight into the historical development and spread of golf. We can trace the game from its early roots in Scotland,
beginning with the Honourable Society of Edinburgh Golfers and the Royal and Ancient Golf Club of St. Andrews, to Westward Ho! and Royal Liverpool in
England. As went the British Empire, so went Scottish and English army officers and administrators spreading the game to the four corners of the earth. The
introduction of golf in the United States in the 1890s came in part through the Scottish influence but also to a surprising extent via France, where American
captains of industry and wealthy expatriates discovered the game on their visits to the French resorts of Biarritz, Pau, and Etretat.

Our 365 days of golf also give us a chance to explore the often overlooked creativity and skill of the world’s foremost golf course architects. We can sample
the work of the best architects past and present and view the characteristics that define their greatest achievements. Here are examples of the work of the early
Scottish and English masters: Willie Park, Jr., Harry Colt, Charles Alison, and Tom Simpson. The golden era of design in America is represented by the many
courses designed by the likes of Charles Blair Macdonald, Seth Raynor, Donald Ross, Alister MacKenzie, A. W. Tillinghast, William Flynn, and George Thomas.

In Canada, the genius of Stanley Thompson is on display.
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In the post-World War II era, Robert Trent Jones developed a distinctly American style of design that became the international standard. He was followed by
Pete Dye, who recognized the possibilities for golf architecture of rearranging the natural landscape on a massive scale, taking full advantage of the modern earth-
moving equipment at his disposal to create a new style of design with sharply defined, sculpted features. Dye’s work influenced the next generation of designers,
including Jack Nicklaus, who has been a major force in building boldly conceived and ecologically sensitive modern courses all around the world.

Three of the most prominent active American golf architects are Tom Fazio, Robert Trent Jones, Jr., and Rees Jones. Rees Jones has made a name for himself
both restoring classic courses, including a number of U.S. Open venues, and with his original designs. Trent Jones, Jr. has carried on the family tradition of
designing courses over demanding and frequently spectacular terrain in far-flung locales. Fazio has designed courses with different looks and styles but with a
consistent emphasis on the aesthetic shaping and framing of each hole. A number of American architects have also been engaged in exciting projects around the
world, including Ronald Fream, Robert von Hagge, Jim Engh, and Kyle Phillips.

In recent years, a number of up-and-coming architects have been placing renewed emphasis on the strategic design principles and handcrafted look of the
classic designs of the 1920s, with highly acclaimed results. In the vanguard of this back-to-the-future movement are Tom Doak, Ben Crenshaw and Bill Coore, Gil
Hanse, and David McLay Kidd.

In selecting the 365 courses that comprise this global grand tour, the approach has been admittedly and intentionally subjective. The goal is to present the

pageantry and poetry of golf around the globe rather than ranking courses by a set of criteria. Each of the courses has been selected because it has something of
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unique interest to offer through a combination of design, history, geographic setting, and plain old charm. No one could deny that Augusta National, which ambles
around Rae’s Creek and has its fairways pampered to a state of mint julep-green perfection, is a great course. The Himalayan Golf Club in Nepal, on the other
hand. runs through a rocky river gorge, cattle wander the course, and its fairways are brown and scruffy most of the year, but who can deny the thrill of playing
golf beneath the Annapurna Range of the Himalayas? Ballybunion in southwest Ireland, which may be the greatest of the world’s seaside links, begins with a
fairway that runs around a graveyard. The Delhi Golf Club in India might not provide the same test, but how many courses can claim that they play through the
sandstone tombs of Moghul Emperors?

Golfers revel in finding and playing new courses around the world. The question I am continually asked by my golfing friends is whether it would be possible
to actually make the 365-day journey and play each course along the way. With a private jet and perfect weather, it might not be completely out of the question,
but the true aim of this book is to inspire more golfing adventures over many years. Any golfer who can play and enjoy the lingering memories of a fair number
of these 365 courses over a lifetime should consider himself (or herself) fortunate indeed.

The list includes Tom Doak, Ken Dye, Jim Engh, Ron Forse, Keith Foster, Lester George, Rees Jones, Stephen
Kay, Tim Liddy, and Thomas McBroom. In particular, Ron Fream of Golfplan provided wonderful images of exotic courses. [ am also very grateful to Golfweek
senior writer and golf architecture maven Bradley Klein for giving me access to his personal photo archive.
