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Introduction

WTO is one of the three major international economic organizations, and is also
an important platform for China’s participation in global economic governance. The
content of the report is divided into four parts. Part one “Summary” analyzes the re-
view and prospect of the world economy, including the development of economy,
trade, investment and economic policies of main economies, WTO’ s activities of
WTO in 2011—2012 and development of Doha Round. Part two “Special Subjects of
WTO” analyzes the main WTO topics, including agriculture, technical barriers to
trade, trade remedy measures, trade in services, investment measures, intellectual
property rights, dispute settlement, government procurement and regional trade agree-
ments. Part three is prospect and outlook of key WTO members’ economic and trade
policies, such as the USA, EU, Japan, India, Brazil and Association of South East

&

Asian Nations. Part four “special subjects” includes the new trend of government
procurement market liberalization and China’s accession to the GPA negotiations, and

the process, commitment and influence of Russia’s accession to WTO.
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
