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Abstract

Sport is an important component of human social life. In
modern times, competitive sports is that people carrying a lot of
pursuits and dreams, have important cultural, ethical, economic
and political values. The implementation of occupational and
commercialization has gained rapid development of athletic sports,
but it also produced a series of negative things, typically such as
“soccer fraud”, “ gambling”, “black whistle” and so on.
Therefore, effective measures need to be taken to regulate these
issues, while the criminal law is undoubtedly one of the most
powerful tools. However, due to China’s Criminal Law and
relevant laws, the lack of provisions on these issues, or
requirements not very clear, makes the criminal law involved in
competitive sports is very difficult. Therefore, it is necessary to
discuss the questions of the criminalization of the conduct in the
field of competitive sports and the approach of criminal law to
intervene in the issue on the basis of existing rules of justice.

A correct concept of competitive sports crime is necessary to
examine the issue. The extension of the concept can not cover the

field of competitive sports all occurring hazard behavior. On the
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same time, the extension of this concept can not be limited in the
injurious behavior at the sports match. Sports crime refers to the
participants’ behaviors that violate the laws and the rules of game
in the course of sporting events, including three categories: injury
type, fraud, and gambling-based crime.

Injury-type sports crime includs sports injuries and stadium
disturbances. Whether and how to punish the sports injuries are
decided by the subjective and objective characteristics of it and the
existing criminal law provisions. Of course, we could set up a
new charge at the right time for the behavior of violating the rules
intentionally and causing serious injuries or death. The ringleader
who caused serious consequences should be punished according to
assembling a crowd to disturb order in public places, traffic order
convicted. And it also can be punished according to willful
assault, intentional homicide babsed on the actual situation.

Fraud-type competitive sports crimes include “soccer fraud” ,
“black whistle” and doping. “Soccer fraud” is a kind of behavior
cheating the public. But it is not a crime in accordance with the
provisions of the criminal law. If it is implemented due to
bribery, it can be punished according to non-national staff of
taking bribes. At present it is inappropriate to stipulate “soccer
fraud” a crime. “Black whistle” can be divided into two kinds:
one is profit-oriented, another is non-profit type. A profit-type
“black whistle” can be punished according to non-national staff of
taking bribes, rather than a non-profit does not constitute a crime.

Doping is a serious breach of sportsmanlike behavior, but charges
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of criminal law, such as fraud, forced others to drug-related
offenses, temptation, abetting, cheating others, drug-related
offenses, the crime of intentional injury are not completely suited
to such an act, so treatment should be not guilty. From the
development trend, the provisions of the Criminal Code should be
a new offense to be punished for such acts.

The most typical of gambling-type sports crime is now
working against the “ gambling” behavior, that is a result of sports
gambling to manipulate the results of games. If the perpetrator is a
person from receiving bribes from gambling and manipulate the
results of games, the charges are bribes and non-national staff of
taking bribes according to the identity of the different respectively.
If the actors have taken part in gambling and match-fixing, it is
different according to the situation, respectively for the creation of
casinos crime, gambling, dealing and innocence. Manipulating
sports game is a serious hazard behavior, we can formulate the
behavior that manipulated the game for the illegitimate interests a

charge.
