Some of his works have taken part in the Third Exhibi-
tion of the Traditional Chinese Painting Research Insti-
tute, the First National Exhibition of Paintings of Flowers
and Birds, the 5th and 8th Contemporary National Invita-
tional Exhibition of Paintings of Flowers and Birds and
some major exhibitions abroad.
