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Abstract

This research takes the married women who flow to the city
from the countryside as the study object. With the transport
theory related to the transient population as the foundation and
the social gender theory as the basis, the research studies the
marital quality of the floating female which is influenced by the
change of living conditions, the flowing experiences and the
social gender consciousness.

Firstly, the research reviews the studies of the marital
quality domestic and abroad and carries out the objective analysis
and evaluation on the existing achievement. Then it proposes the
theory framework ( including FFMQS and FFMQE) and
suppositions based on the previous materials. By the survey data
of the marriage of the recurrent, it describes the current situation
of the marital quality of the floating female, and it finds that the
marriage of the majority floating female are harmonious, whose
marital quality is at the level of medium to high, which is higher
than the countryside woman but lower than the floating male.

Then the research carries out the explanations on the factors
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influencing the marital quality of the floating female and
compares it with the floating male and other findings domestic.
The analysis results of variance and regression shows that the
influencing factors including the social gender, flowing
experiences, love wish, marital manner and etc which influence
the marital quality of the floating female obviously. Finally,
according to these influencing factors, the research puts forward
some suggestions to improve the floating female’s marital
quality.

The contributions of the research are: 1. It attempts to
establish the FFMQS and FFMQE. 2. Absorbing the angle of
social gender and taking the floating female as a group, it
analyzes the marital quality condition of the floating female from
the angle of the quality of the group life of the floating female.
3. It uses the method of standard quantitative analysis. However,
the research does have some insufficiencies, and at last it points
out the forecast of the study of the marital quality of the floating

female.
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
