The pleiotropy of the five well-studied plant hormones is somewhat analogous

to that of certain hormones in animal. For example, hormones from the hypothalamus

in the brain stimulate the anterior lobe of the pituitary gland to synthesize and release
many different hormones, one of which stimulates the release of hormones from the
adrenal cortex. These hormones have specific effects on target organs all over the body.
One hormone stimulates the thyroid gland, for example, another the ovarian follicle
cells, and so forth.

A serious critic has to comprehend the particular content, unique structure,
and special meaning of a work of art. And here she faces a dilemma. The critic must
recognize the artistic element of uniqueness that requires subjective reaction; yet
she must not be unduly prejudiced by such reactions. Her likes and dislikes are less

important than what the work itself communicates, and her preferences may blind
