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Abstract

Globalization and global issues highlighted is the root causes of the rise of global
governance, the global financial crisis in 2008 to promote global governance is irre-
versible. Global governance is one of the strongest political appeals in the world, is
the trend and theme of human society in the 21st century. Global governance inclu-
ding multilateralism can only be realized in a specific historical stage of social envi-
ronment but in a vacuum condition. Global governance in China and western devel-
oped countries, due to different developing stage, international status, history and
culture, will have a huge difference on emphasis of academic field and study per-
spective, and on particular practice.

As an important part of globalized world, especially as an emerging big develo-
ping country, China’s role in global governance gets wide attention from international
community, China also has to think about it and make some response. This paper
will analyze the special viewpoint of China, status and responsibility in global gov-
emnance, the diplomatic strategy of China, and then bring up considerations and
suggestions on strategy and tactic from western global governance theory comment to
find out practical development characteristic of international community global govern-
ance and its affect towards international relations by using the stand, viewpoint and
method of materialist dialectics based on abroad achieved findings.

This paper can be divided into 6 parts, introduction, Conclusion and 4 bodies.

Introduction mainly illustrates the reason of selecting this topic and the meaning
of this topic. I think China’s viewpoint of global governance and diplomatic strategy
can organize theory of the relationship between China and global governance, and it
can also discuss the strategy of diplomatic practice. Therefore this topic has a signifi-

cant academic and practical meaning. Introduction also includes summary of current
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China’s viewpoint and diplomatic strategy, and brief introduction of the study meth-
od, main content, structure, difficulties of study and innovations.

Chapter one mainly has a commentary on global governance theory in western
countries. It explains various reasons of the meaning, production and rising of global
governance, such as multi-polarization and globalization, deepened “interdepend-
ence” of international community, increasing global issues as well as financial crisis
in 2008 and so on. It defines related concept of global governance, like governance,
international governance, hegemony governance and globalization, globalism, mul-
tilateralism, nationalism and internationalism, etc. it discusses the subject, object,
value and regulation of global governance, introduces the basic ideas of western glob-
al governance; comments on the positive meaning and disadvantages of global gov-
ernance.

Chapter two emphasizes on studying the practical development situation of global
governance. It discusses the historical development characteristic of global govern-
ance practice, analyzes different attitudes and stands of different countries towards
global governance, such as EU is the main driver to carry out global governance, A-
merica becomes more active in implementing this, developing countries hold different
attitudes towards it. It also discusses many constrains encountered by global govern-
ance, for example, the serious “democratic deficit” in global governance system,
“Great Communist rule” , unbalanced power between north and south, insufficient
effectiveness of existing international organizations and regulations, the United Na-
tions, as a indispensable global governance coordinator center, always get provoca-
tion of its authority. It analyzes the influence of global governance practice towards
international relations, and considers, in some degree, it pushes the strengthening
of international mechanism and make international rules prefect, promotes democrati-
zation of international relations. It also sees the increasing participants involved in
global governance, interest spreads, countries doubt global governance theory be-
cause they worry about their sovereignty getting weakened,  “failure multilateral-
ism” , although there is no better ways than multilateralism global governance, its
fatal disadvantage is low efficiency of solving global issues, all these are the embar-
rassing reality of global governance practice.

Chapter three expresses China needs a special theory perspective of global gov-

ernance which is different from western mainstream theory. First, define China’s role
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in global governance, let learners, participants grow into managers, leaders; it ad-
vocates the special global governance perspective of China’s concern and study should
be based on national level and scope recognized by the whole country, make the
global governance becomes cross-border cooperation in our domestic land, make
global governance concept in the education of citizens and construction of grassroots
democracy ; should also have “global vision” and international insight, from the in-
terest perspective of developing countries and from international relation ethical point
of view, seek interest balance point between national and global public interest, pay
more attention on applying global governance in those matters which are really global
and public ones, try our best to avoid or transcend ideological disputes; we should
find out the global governance way with Chinese characteristic from Chinese historical
and cultural traditions, such as “harmonious world” diplomatic concept; this chart
also analyzes the impact of global governance towards China and problems will be en-
countered by China in global governance.

Chapter four discusses China’s diplomatic strategy towards global governance.
Western global governance is highly idealistic, they take a careful and long effort
which challenges and affects the big developing countries who is emerging now, just
like China, it is close to our core interest, we have to make a security consideration
in strategy: first, handle relations among powerful countries, especially G2 rela-
tions, China-EU relations, coordination of major powers is still an effective way for
global governance; second, handle relations with surrounding countries which is the
main support for China to participate global governance effectively; third, conduct
soft diplomacy to win the obedience by means of virtue; fourth, make full use of
G20 mechanism. There is a universal appeal in global governance which is “effective
multilateralism” , in essence, it is an appeal for new international leadership, and
G20 mechanism might be the best platform for collective leaders of global economic
governance. The emerging of G20 means, for the first time, developing countries
can participant international financial governance system equally with developed
countries. G20 promoting the core mechanism of global governance is already general
trend; China’s diplomacy will follow this trend, and avoid all risks in global govern-
ance.

Conclusion section, the hot topic of global govermance, development character-

istics and future development trend was conduded that the global govermance of the
