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Abstract

Guangdong in the origin of the Maritime Silk Road. This book
exposes its history that started from XuWen, HePu harbours in Xi-
Han, and from Guang zhou Harbour in Wei - Jin and the Northern
and Southern dynasties, which lasted 2 000 years, covering the Sui,
Tang, Song, Yuan, Ming, Qing dynasties and the period of the Re-
public of China. The book describes the international course of foreign
trade of Guangdong, the structure of commodities, the regions of
trade, the management system, and also the overseas immigrants,
the cultural exchanges between china and other countries, and social
changes of Guangdong. It is the first monograph about Guangdong’s
maritime Silk Road, and it would be useful not only for the experts
who are engaged in tudying the Maritime Silk Road, the Chinese so-
cial economic history and the history of Chinese forgien relations, but

also for those doing practical work concerning foreign relations.
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
