Qingdao is a world-famous natural harbor city, the deep water in
Jiaozhou Bay providing a solid foundation for development. Here you can
see the birth of Zhanqiao Pier—the first man-made wharf in Qingdao, the
construction and development of the Big Harbor, the Small Harbor, the Qil
Harbor and the Front Bay Harbor, the cargo ships, passenger ships, and oil
ships loaded with passengers and cargo.

Qingdao is an open city. Benefiting from its unique regional advan-
tages and the strong sense of openness of its people and supported by the
